It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:
Sec. 1. 21 V.S.A. § 1301 shall be amended as follows:
§ 1301. DEFINITIONS
The following words and phrases, as used in this chapter, shall have the
following meanings unless the context clearly requires otherwise:

(6)(A)(1) “Employment,” subject to the other provisions of this
subdivision (6), means service within the jurisdiction of this State, performed
prior to January 1, 1978, which was employment as defined in this subdivision
prior to such date and, subject to the other provisions of this subdivision,

service performed after December 31, 1977, by an employee, as defined in

subsections 3306(i) and (0) of the Federal Unemployment Tax Act, including
service in interstate commerce, performed for wages or under any contract of
hire, written or oral, expressed or implied.

any calendar quarter after December 31, 1977, in the current calendar year
or the preceding calendar year to individuals employed in such domestic

(1D _the domestic service is limited to personal care and support

services provided in a private home for an elder or individual with disabilities
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that paid cash remuneration of $9,000.00 or more in the current calendar year

or the preceding calendar vear to the individuals employed in providing the

personal care and support services. As used in this subdivision, “personal care

and support services” means providing physical assistance with meal

preparation and eating, dressing, movement, bathing and grooming,

ambulation, light housekeeping and household maintenance, laundry,

shopping, transportation, medication management, and general supervision of

physical and mental well-being.

(D) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this subdivision, service

with respect to which a tax is required to be paid under any federal law

be-paid-into-a-state-unemploymentfund-orwhich as a condition for full tax

credit against the tax imposed by the Federal Unemployment Tax Act is

required to be covered under this chapter.
