
Study by SASH third-party evaluator published August zo18;

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ER Medicare expenditures trended IowerforALL SASH 
panels compared to the control group. 

• Expenditures for specialist visits trended lower for ALL 
panels; statistically significant findings in urban and early 
panels. 

Statistically significant reduction in Medicare expenditures 
for dually eligible participants in early and urban panels. 
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
