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With the second lowest unemployment rate in the country, we need to make sure people know that we
have great jobs in Vermont — and lots of them. Many people have an affinity for Vermont, whether they
got their degree here or just visited for a long weekend, but are unaware of the variety of great companies
and plentiful job openings available in Vermont. The Governor’s Office is partnering with local
businesses, the Vermont Recruiter’s Association, Chambers of Commerce, higher education institutions,
alumni networks, the Agency of Commerce and Community Development, the Department of Labor and
others to help link up job seekers in and out-of-state with available job openings in our great VT
businesses.
