as closely as possible to the juvenile’s community; 17 

(E)  maintain juveniles in their homes, with adequate support, 18 

whenever possible and appropriate; 19 

(F)  use individualized case management plans as the basis for all 20 

treatment planning and implementation; 21 
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(G)  include the juvenile’s family in the case management plan; 1 

(H)  monitor the case management plan to encourage rehabilitation 2 

and deter reoffending, providing supervision, service coordination, and support 3 

where appropriate; 4 

(I)  provide a comprehensive aftercare component, including follow-5 

up and nonresidential post-release services when juveniles return to their 6 

families or communities; 7 

(J)  promote the development and implementation of community-8 

based programs designed to prevent unlawful conduct and to minimize the 9 

depth and duration of the juvenile’s involvement in the criminal justice system; 10 

(K)  be coordinated with consistency between all departments 11 

throughout the State, both with respect to general policy and to particular 12 

cases.
