Foodbank purchasing local food direct from Vermont producers at
market rate for distribution to families in need. Funding would
supplement existing program to allow more local food purchasing.

The Foodbank is distributing 500 boxes of food/day, with more than
half of the box containing local food. These costs are being paid now
—inJanuary and February of 2021.
