Criminal Justice & Public Health Modernization Model

Resources invested lower on the scale are more efficient/effective and less expensive
For low level offenses, swift, community-based interventions are more effective than, slow,
traditional approaches
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When community-based approaches fail, to be effective, the traditional justice system must
predictably hold offenders accountable

A mindful continuum of options from prevention education to incarceration are all essential
system components — each used in a balanced way under the correct circumstances
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KEY TENETS

o0 Reserved for those who fail at stages 1 through 3 and/or serious offenses

STAGE 4: o Swift, predictable use of the system for corrective (or punitive) measures

COURTS o0 Requires some modernization to improve the speed and predictability of
! outcomes including: need for streamlined case tracking and information
CORRECTIONS systems that enable/inform continuity
