Town Hall events on Thursday, April 2 at 2:00 pm. This first event will
focus on services for employers, focusing on issues around
Unemployment Insurance, among other labor-related topics. For more
information visit the Department of Labor Website.

Unemployment Insurance

We have been hearing a lot from folks having difficulty filing for
unemployment. The Department of Labor is swamped with a much
higher demand than ever before. In fact, they have processed more
claims in the last two weeks than they typically do in a whole year.
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During this time of social
distancing, you can:

Take a virtual exercise
class

Catch up on reading

Check in on family and
friends

Let us know what else you
are doing.

We will be posting
resources on our website.
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We've been assured that a delay in processing will not impact your eligibility or your benefits. They will be
retroactively paid.

Commissioner Harrington promises that if you are eligible for benefits you will receive benefits.

1. You will receive the supplemental $600/week from the Federal bill automatically; you don’t have to do
anything other than file your claim.
2. The Dept. of Labor website is being updated with information on an hourly basis.

In addition, most people (those with incomes under $75,000) will receive a one-time payment of $1,200 from
the Federal government plus $500 for each qualifying child, and that should arrive within 30 days.
