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Introduction

Vermont’s 9,217 square miles make it the sixth smallest state in the United States. With
a 2019 population of 623,989 it remains the second least-populated state in the nation.
The population has changed very little since the 2010 US Census population estimate
of 625,741. The state’s population density of 68 people per square mile (2019 US
Census, American Communities Survey) is well below the US average of 93 and ranks
it thirty-third among US states. Within New England only Maine (44 people per square
mile) has a lower population density.1

Gross Domestic Product

Vermont’s economic history has deep roots in agriculture, logging, mining and
manufacturing. The modern Vermont economy is a diversified mix of industries. Some
of the state’ largest employment and output is in Leisure & Hospitality, Retail Trade,
Manufacturing, Health Care & Social Assistance, Education and Professional &
Technical Services. Vermont’s economic output continued to expand in 2019 driven by
large gains in Management of Companies and Enterprises (+41.6%), Professional and
Business Services (+10.3%) and Durable Goods Manufacturing (+5.4%). The largest
declines were found in Construction (-2.0%), Utilities (-1.6%) and Education Services (-
1.6%). In total, Real Gross State Product — the broadest measure of economic activity —
expanded by 2.5%. Private industries grew 2.8% while Government increased by
0.4%.2

Employment

Annual average Total nonfarm employment in Vermont stood at 316,100 in 2019, an
increase of 100 jobs from the previous year. This marked the tenth consecutive year of
growth in the Current Employment Statistics series. Numerically, the largest gains were
found in Government (+500), Professional and Business Services (+400) and Durable
Goods Manufacturing (+300). The largest declines were found in Retail Trade (-900),
Educational Services (-400) and Ambulatory Health Care Services (-300). Between the
2009 trough of the previous recession and 2019 the Vermont economy added
approximately 18,700 jobs, an increase of 6.3%.3

The Burlington — South Burlington Metro is the state’s largest labor market area and
accounted for 126,200 jobs, about 40% of all jobs in the state in 2019. Over the year the
area added 300 jobs with the largest increase coming in Accommodations & Food
Service (+200), Health Care & Social Assistance (+200) and Transportation,
Warehousing & Utilities (+200). The Metro area added 13,300 jobs (11.8%) between the

2009 trough of the previous recession and 2019, accounting for 71% of all job growth in
Vermont over that period.a

Income

Average annual wages across all industries in Vermont increased to $49,329 (+3.5%)
between 2018 and 2019. Wages among private ownership increased 3.8% to $48,411
while government wages increased by 2.3% to $53,758. The largest private-sector
increases over the year were found in Management of Companies & Enterprises
(+17.5%), Other Information Services (+12.2%) and Apparel Manufacturing (+10.4%).
The largest private-sector declines were in Performing Arts and Spectator Sports (-
16.1%) and Private Postal Service (-11.9%).5

Vermont’s 2019 per capita personal income was $56,691, slightly above the nationwide
figure of $56,663. Since 2010 nominal per capita income in Vermont has increased by
$15,247 (36.8%). Over the year Vermont’s per capita personal income increased by
$2,349 (4.3%). Nominal dollar figures are not adjusted for inflation.s

Household income is defined as the sum of the income of all residents in a single
housing unit. 2018 median household income in Vermont was $60,076, an increase of
$8,235 (+15.0%) since 2010. Family income is a measure that includes compensation
to all people living in the same household joined by marriage or civil union who file their
tax returns jointly. Vermont’'s median family income for 2018 was $77,193, an increase
of $13,058 (20.4%) over 2010’s figure of $64,135.7

Poverty

In 2018, 11.2% of Vermonters of all ages lived in poverty, well below the national average of
14.1%. Among children under 18 years of age Vermont’s poverty rate is 14.1% while the
nationwide figure is 19.5%.

Demographics

People identifying as white represent 94.2% of the state’s population. Among people
reporting a single race the next largest cohort is Asian at 1.9% followed by Black or
African American at 1.4%. People identifying an ethnicity of Latino or Hispanic
constitute 2.0% of the population.

The population of the state continues to age with 20.0% of the population over the age
of 65. Children under 18 represent 18.3% of the population while those under 5
constitute 4.7%. Among Vermonters over the age of 25, 92.6% have a high school
diploma or equivalent and 37.3% have a Bachelor’s degree or higher.s

Labor Force

Between 2018 and 2019 Vermont’'s annual average labor force declined by 3,074 (-
0.9%) to 342,226. The number of employed persons declined by 2,426 (-0.7%) while
the number of unemployed persons fell by 648 (7.4%). The statewide unemployment
rate notched down one tenth of one percentage point to 2.4%, the lowest annual rate in
the series history back to 1976.

Since 2009 the annual average labor force has declined by 17,610 (-4.9%).The number
of unemployed persons statewide has fallen by 15,576 while the number of employed
persons fell 2,034. Notably, 2009 was the largest labor force and the highest number of
unemployed persons in the history of the series. The highest number of employed
persons in the series was in 2006.9

Housing

Vermont’s housing stock is among the oldest in the nation. In 2018 the median age of
housing in Vermont was 44 years (built 1974) while the national median was 41 years.
States with a housing stock older than Vermont include neighboring New York and
Massachusetts.

The median sale price of a primary home in Vermont stood at $227,500 in 2019, an
increase of $12,500 (5.8%) from 2018. This is the largest single-year increase since the
2007 recession. The median single-family home sold for $235,000 while the median
condominium sold for $215,000 and median mobile home, $95,000. Statewide median
gross rent stood at $972 in 2018. Median rent for a one-bedroom unit was $800 while
the median rent for a four-bedroom unit was $1,287.

In 2019 there were 1,801 permits for new housing in Vermont, 987 for single-unit
houses and 814 for units in multifamily housing. This is a decline of 13.4% over the year
but still well above the recent low of 1,299 in 2011. Permits for housing were much
higher prior to the December 2007 recession, averaging 2,902 between 2000 and 2006.

The makeup of housing permits issued in Vermont has shifted significantly since the
2007 recession. In the 7 years prior to the recession (2000 — 2006) 81.6% of all housing
permits were for single-unit buildings while the remaining 18.4% were for units in multi-
unit buildings. During the decade from 2010 to 2019 the percentage of all units
permitted for single-unit buildings fell to 58.8% while multi-unit buildings more than
doubled to 41.2%.10

Addison County

Addison is the eighth most populous county in the state of Vermont and the
fourth largest in size. Its 2010 Census population was 36,821. 2018 per
capita income in the county is 95.6% of the statewide average while average
guarterly wages are 100.6% of the statewide wage, the third highest
gquarterly wage in the state. Large industries in the county include
Manufacturing (13.7% of all covered employment) and Retail Trade (11.4%).
Relative to the state as a whole Addison County has a high concentration of
the Agriculture, Forestry, Fishing and Hunting industry (3.4 percentage
points higher than the state share). It has very low concentrations of
Information (-0.9 percentage points lower than the state share).

In 2019 Addison County had the seventh largest labor force in the state with
a labor force of 20,566. Since the year 2010 its labor force has by decreased
by -3.2%. The county’s annual average unemployment rate for 2019 was

The major racial groups by
percentage of the population were
“‘White alone” (94.2%), “Asian
alone” (1.9%), and “two or more
races” (1.7%).

residents 25 years of age and older 2
92.9% hold a high school diploma
or higher while 36.7% hold a
bachelor’'s degree or higher. People
65 years of age and over constitute

18.5% of the population, a number
that is expected to grow to 30.3% by
2030.

Bennington is the seventh most populous county in the state of Vermont and
the eighth largest in size. Its 2010 Census population was 37,125. 2018 per
capita income in the county is 100.5% of the statewide average while
average quarterly wages are 91.2% of the statewide wage, the seventh
highest quarterly wage in the state. Large industries in the county include
Health Care and Social Assistance (17.6% of all covered employment) and
Retail Trade (14.7%). Relative to the state as a whole Bennington County
has a high concentration of the Arts, Entertainment, and Recreation industry
(1.3 percentage points higher than the state share). It has very low
concentrations of Wholesale Trade (-1.7 percentage points lower than the
state share).

In 2019 Bennington County had the eighth largest labor force in the state
with a labor force of 18,070. Since the year 2010 its labor force has by
decreased by -11.1%. The county’s annual average unemployment rate for
2019 was 2.9%, higher than the statewide average of 2.4%. The poverty
rate among all Bennington County
residents was 11.3% in 2019 while
among children under 18 it was
15.5%.

The major racial groups by
percentage of the population were
“White alone” (95.7%), “two or more
races” (2.0%), and “Asian alone”
(1.1%). Of Bennington County
residents 25 years of age and older
91.9% hold a high school diploma or
higher while 35.7% hold a bachelor’s
degree or higher. People 65 years of
age and over constitute 22.0% of the
population, a number that is
expected to grow to 32.1% by 2030.

Essex is the fourteenth most populous county in the state of Vermont and
the ninth largest in size. Its 2010 Census population was 63,06. 2018 per
capita income in the county is 66.5% of the statewide average while average
gquarterly wages are 77.7% of the statewide wage, the thirteenth highest
gquarterly wage in the state.

Windsor is the fourth most populous county in the state of Vermont and the
first largest in size. Its 2010 Census population was 56,670. 2018 per capita
income in the county is 107.3% of the statewide average while average
guarterly wages are 95.1% of the statewide wage, the fifth highest quarterly
wage in the state. Large industries in the county include Accommodation and
Food Services (13.2% of all covered employment) and Health Care and
Social Assistance (13.0%). Relative to the state as a whole Windsor County
has a high concentration of the Arts, Entertainment, and Recreation industry
