* Holistic, two-generation approach using non-
judgmental, positive, and trauma-informed
communication and engagement

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FSD Data Study Highlights

" Included 305 families served by FSH in FY 17, 18, 19

" 49% (150) of these families had a history of FSD involvement

=" 67% (204) of these families:
= closed their open case while in FSH and did not have a new one
= had no new cases while enrolled in FSH
= had no new cases after exit

" 57% (174) of these families had exited the program. Of these:
" 72% (123/174) did not have an open case after exit
