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The food & lodging licensing and inspection program costs have exceeded licensing
revenue since fiscal year 2006. Expenses have increased at an average annual rate of
7% and revenue has increased at an average annual rate of 3%.

In 2007 the executive fee bill proposed fee increases averaging 12%. The General
Assembly enacted fee increases averaging 7%.

In 2012, the executive fee bill proposed increases averaging 13%. The General Assembly
enacted the fee increase as proposed.
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
