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2019 Implementation Report Plan

» Developed by DCF, in conjunction with the Columbia Justice Lab’s Emerging
Adult Justice Project to support the enacted 201 “Raise the Age” initiative.

» The Act requires DCF, in consultation with Juvenile Justice Stakeholder
Agencies to submit annual status reports outlining progress of the initiative.

» DCF submitted a status report in November of 2020 which identified
challenges to implementation, and general areas of needed supports.

» DCF is currently drafting the 2021 report, due for submission to the
Legislature on November 1, 2021.
