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Executive Summary

This report provides the general assembly with an annual summary of loan awards made
during the prior and current fiscal years from the special Vermont Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) Pollution Control Revolving Fund, also referred to as the Clean Water State
Revolving fund (CWSREF). The purpose is to report on and seek legislative approval of all the
types of projects for which awards are proposed to be made from the funds for the balance of
the current and subsequent fiscal year.

This report includes four tables summarizing loan awards and project types financed through
the CWSREF as follows:

» Table 1: Consists of loan awards made during state fiscal year 2020.

» Table 2: Consists of loan awards as of 12/15/2020 during state fiscal year 2021

» Table 3: Consists of a listing of the remaining projects anticipated to be funded in state
fiscal year 2021, which may change somewhat due to projects being removed and/or

dollar amounts adjusted before finalization.

» Table 4: Consists of description of the types of projects eligible to receive funding
through the CWSREF.

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Discussion

Act 185 of 2018 expanded eligibility of the CWSREF to a broader array of nonpoint source
pollution control projects and to private entities. State fiscal year 2019 was the first funding
period following passage of that Act. This expanded eligibility is captured under a new term
Clean Water Project, which is defined in state statute at 24 V.S.A. §4752(11) and is included
below along with two other relevant statutory terms. These definitions provide the basis for
making CWSREF project eligibility determinations.

"Clean water project" means water pollution abatement and control facilities, as defined in 10
V.S.A. § 1571, and such equipment, conveyances, structural or nonstructural facilities, and
natural resources projects that are needed for and appurtenant to the prevention, management,
treatment, storage, or disposal of stormwater, sewage, or waste, or that provide water quality
benefits, including a wastewater treatment facility, combined sewer separation facilities, an
indirect discharge system, a wastewater system, flood resiliency work related to a structural
facility, or a groundwater protection project.

"Water pollution abatement and control facilities" means such equipment, conveyances, and
structural or nonstructural facilities owned or operated by a municipality that are needed for
and appurtenant to the prevention, management, treatment, storage, or disposal of stormwater,
sewage, or waste, including a wastewater treatment facility, combined sewer separation
facilities, an indirect discharge system, a wastewater system, flood resiliency work related to a
structural facility, or a groundwater protection project.

“Natural resources project" means a project to protect, conserve, or restore natural resources,
including the acquisition of easements and land, for the purpose of providing water quality
benefits.

PROJECT TYPES

Enlargement - Increase in treatment plant hydraulic and/or organic capacity

Upgrade - Improvements to wastewater treatment facility (WWTF) processes and units
with or without capacity increase

Refurbishment - Plant or sewer collection system renovation

Combined Sewer Overflow Abatement - Storm sewer/sanitary sewer separation,
storage and/or treatment to abate pollution

Sewer Extension - Sewer system extension to abate existing pollution or to serve new
areas

New Wastewater Treatment Facility - Construction of new wastewater collection,
treatment, and disposal systems

I/T Correction - Improvements to reduce infiltration/inflow in the collection system

Storm Water Treatment - Stormwater management facilities necessary to remedy or
prevent pollution of surface water or groundwater

Individual and Cluster Type On-site Systems - Construction of privately-owned on-
site wastewater disposal/treatment systems with municipal design/construction oversight
and long-term operating and maintenance agreement between owner and municipality
(Note: Cluster systems are on-site systems serving more than one residence)

Natural Resources: May include land conservation, wetland restoration, river corridor
easements, unsafe dam removal, or other nonpoint source projects with a water quality
benefit.

Other Clean Water Projects: Other eligible clean water projects may include energy or
water conservation, contaminated sites, landfills, or other groundwater or surface water
projects that would result in a water quality benefit.
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
