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TO THE HONORABLE SENATE: 1 

The Committee on Judiciary to which was referred House Bill No. 460 2 

entitled “An act relating to sealing and expungement of criminal history 3 

records” respectfully reports that it has considered the same and recommends 4 

that the Senate propose to the House that the bill be amended by striking out all 5 

after the enacting clause and inserting in lieu thereof the following: 6

As used in this chapter: 9 

(1)  “Court” means the Criminal Division of the Superior Court. 10 

(2)  “Criminal history record” means all information documenting an 11 

individual’s contact with the criminal justice system, including data regarding 12 

identification, arrest or citation, arraignment, judicial disposition, custody, and 13 

supervision. 14 

(3)  “Predicate offense” means a criminal offense that can be used to 15 

enhance a sentence levied for a later conviction, and includes operating a 16 

vehicle under the influence of alcohol or other substance in violation of 17 

23 V.S.A. § 1201, domestic assault in violation of section 1042 of this title, 18 

and stalking in violation of section 1062 of this title.  “Predicate offense” shall 19 

not include misdemeanor possession of marijuana, or a disorderly conduct 20 

offense under section 1026 of this title, or possession of a controlled substance 21 
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in violation of 18 V.S.A. § 4230(a), 4231(a), 4232(a), 4233(a), 4234(a), 1 

4234a(a), 4234b(a), 4235(b), or 4235a(a). 2 

(4)  “Qualifying crime” means:  3 

(A)  a misdemeanor offense that is not: 4 

(i)  a listed crime as defined in subdivision 5301(7) of this title; 5 

(ii)  an offense involving sexual exploitation of children in 6 

violation of chapter 64 of this title; 7 

(iii)  an offense involving violation of a protection order in 8 

violation of section 1030 of this title;  9 

(iv)  prostitution as defined in section 2632 of this title, or 10 

prohibited conduct under section 2601a of this title; or 11

(B)  a violation of subsection 3701(a) of this title related to criminal 13

(A)  the person was convicted of a qualifying crime or qualifying 3 

crimes arising out of the same incident or occurrence; or 4 

(B)  the person was convicted of an offense for which the underlying 5 

conduct is no longer prohibited by law or designated as a criminal offense; 6 

(C)  pursuant to the conditions set forth in subsection (g) of this 7 

section, the person was convicted of a violation of 23 V.S.A. § 1201(a) related 8

During the 2019 legislative interim:  12

§ 5451, shall conduct a comprehensive assessment of the statutes governing the 14 

expungement and sealing of criminal history records in Vermont, including 15 

reviewing the crimes eligible for expungement or sealing, the process by which 16 

criminal history records are expunged or sealed, the mechanism by which 17 

expunged or sealed records are indexed, and the effect of sealing or 18 

expungement.  As a part of its assessment, the Commission shall evaluate all 19 

Vermont civil offenses and the crime of negligent operation of a motor vehicle 20 
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under 23 V.S.A. § 1091(a) for their suitability for expungement or sealing 1 

eligibility.   2 

(2)  on or before November 1, 2019, the Commission shall report to the 3 

Joint Legislative Justice Oversight Committee and the House and Senate 4 

Committees on Judiciary with recommendations regarding: 5 

(A)  improvements to the expungement and sealing process; and  6 

(B)  any additional crimes or civil offenses appropriate for 7 

expungement or sealing eligibility.  8 

(3)  the Joint Legislative Justice Oversight Committee, working with the 9 

Council of State Governments Justice Center, shall conduct a review of the 10 

Vermont statutes governing expungement and sealing of criminal history 11 

records and develop a comprehensive policy to help individuals with a criminal 12 

record overcome barriers to employment and licensing through clearing their 13 

records.  Any recommendations for reform of the expungement and sealing 14 

chapter and other relevant statutes shall be introduced in the form of proposed 15 

legislation for the 2020 legislative session.  16 

Sec. 10.  SURCHARGES STUDY GROUP 17 

During the 2019 legislative interim, the Vermont Center for Crime Victim 18 

Services, the Office of the Court Administrator, and Vermont Legal Aid shall 19 

examine the issue of requiring a petitioner to pay outstanding surcharges prior 20 

to a court granting an expungement or sealing petition.  On or before October 21 
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15, 2019, the group shall report to the Joint Legislative Justice Oversight 1 

Committee with its findings and any recommendations for legislative action.    2 

Sec. 11.  EFFECTIVE DATES 3 

This act shall take effect on July 1, 2019, except that Sec. 2 (expungement 4 

and sealing of record; postconviction; procedure) shall take effect on October 5 

1, 2019. 6
