legislative body of a municipality for which it provides law enforcement 13 

services within 15 days of the application. 14 

(b)  Any sheriff’s department that applies to receive from the federal 15 

government a dangerous or deadly weapon as defined in 13 V.S.A. 16 

§ 4016(a)(2) or any armored or mine-protected vehicle, shall notify each 17 

municipality for which the sheriff’s department provides law enforcement 18 

services within 15 days of the application. 19

Annually, the State Auditor of Accounts shall examine the records of all 4 

property acquired by a State or local law enforcement agency transferred 5 

through the U.S. Department of Defense excess personal property program 6 

established in 10 U.S.C. § 2576a. 7 

and that after passage the title of the bill be amended to read:  “An act relating 8 

to the oversight of the transfer of federal military property to law enforcement 9
