             SHORTAGES; PRIORITIZING HEALTH AND SAFETY;  8 

             APPROPRIATIONS 9 

In fiscal year 2023, the following amounts are appropriated from the 10 

General Fund to the following recipients for the purposes specified:  11 

(1)  $1,000,000.00 for program funding for mental health nursing 12 

programs: 13 

(A)  $500,000.00 to the University of Vermont; and 14 

(B)  $500,000.00 to the Vermont State Colleges System. 15 

(2)  $6,000,000.00 to the Vermont State Colleges System to double the 16 

nursing program capacity. 17 

(3)  $3,000,000.00 to the University of Vermont to scale up its nursing 18 

program by 50 percent. 19 

(4)  $2,000,000.00 to the Agency of Human Services for project 20 

management, stakeholder participation, and implementation costs of the Health 21 
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Care Workforce Development Strategic Plan, exclusive of financial incentive 1 

programs. 2 

Sec. 2.  IMMEDIATE STRATEGIES AND FUNDING FOR EXPANDING  3 

             THE LABOR FORCE; INCREASING THE NUMBER OF 4 

             PARTICIPANTS AND PARTICIPATION RATES;  5 

             APPROPRIATIONS 6 

In fiscal year 2023, the following amounts are appropriated from the 7 

General Fund to the following recipients for the purposes specified:  8 

(1)  $5,000,000.00 to the University of Vermont Office of Engagement, 9 

in consultation with the Vermont Student Assistance Corporation, to 10 

administer a statewide forgivable loan program of $5,000.00 per graduate for 11 

recent college graduates across all Vermont higher education institutions who 12 

commit to work in Vermont for two years after graduation. 13 

(2)  $3,000,000.00 to the Vermont Student Assistance Corporation to 14 

administer up to $3,000.00 per individual for tuition costs incurred for 15 

Vermont-based internships. 16 

(3)  $1,000,000.00 to the State Refugee Office to administer as grants to 17 

refugee- or New American-focused programs working in Vermont to support 18 

increased in-migration or retention of recent arrivals. 19 

(4)  $387,000.00 to Vermont Technical College to develop a skilled meat 20 

cutter training and apprenticeship facility. 21 
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Sec. 3.  CTE FUNDING AND GOVERNANCE; FINDINGS 1 

(a)  Vermont’s career and technical education (CTE) system is critical to 2 

ensuring that all Vermonters have access to the high-quality resources they 3 

need to explore a wide variety of career pathways, earn a postsecondary 4 

credential of value, and establish a productive career. 5 

(b)  CTE is a vital component of our educational system, supporting and 6 

delivering on the goals established by the General Assembly in 2013 Acts and 7 

Resolves No. 77 (flexible pathways), 2018 Acts and Resolves No. 189 8 

(workforce development), and in achieving our attainment goal, which is that 9 

70 percent of working-age Vermonters have a credential of value by 2025 10 

(10 V.S.A. § 546). 11 

(c)  CTE is also an equity lever, providing every student access to critical 12 

workforce training, postsecondary coursework, and the real-world skills and 13 

networks that prepare our youth to continue to earn and learn during and after 14 

high school. 15 

(d)  As of the fall semester of the 2021–2022 school year, students were 16 

enrolling in CTE programs at a higher rate than at the beginning of the 17 

pandemic, increasing from 4,160 to 4,565.  In the 2020–2021 school year, 18 

Vermont’s CTE system awarded Tier II credentials of value to 459 students. 19 

(e)  Since 2015, through legislative initiatives such as 2015 Acts and 20 

Resolves No. 51, 2017 Acts and Resolves No. 69, 2018 Acts and Resolves 21 
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No. 189, 2019 Acts and Resolves No. 80, and most recently 2021 Acts and 1 

Resolves No. 74, the General Assembly and other stakeholders in education 2 

and in State government have been working to identify, understand, and 3 

resolve long-standing concerns related to the functioning of the CTE system.  4 

(f)  In 2018, the Agency of Education embarked on a collaborative process 5 

that included students, legislators, and communities across the State to develop 6 

a strategic vision and aspirational goals to help guide the transformation of the 7 

CTE system. 8 

(g)  The State Board of Education adopted the Agency of Education’s 9 

vision and goals for CTE that “all Vermont learners attain their postsecondary 10 

goals by having access to career and technical education systems that are 11 

equitable, efficient, integrated and collaborative.” 12 

(h)  2018 Acts and Resolves No. 189 committed Vermont to a redesign of 13 

its workforce development and training system, including the approval of up to 14 

four pilot sites or projects to examine the way our CTE system is funded and 15 

governed.  16 

(i)  In a report dated June 14, 2021, the Agency of Education reported on its 17 

progress, which was interrupted by the COVID-19 pandemic.  The report 18 

presented possible alternatives to our current funding structure, which is 19 

widely seen as a barrier to enrollment.  However, these alternatives were based 20 

on an examination of only the CTE school district funding model and did not 21 
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include the study of governance models.  The report recommended completing 1 

this study of CTE funding and governance models to propose actionable 2 

implementation steps for the State. 3 

(j)  The Agency of Education’s State plan for federal Perkins funds is 4 

aligned to the vision and goals created through collaborative processes that 5 

included a public comment period.  Processes required in the federal 6 

legislation like the biennial Comprehensive Local Needs Assessment will 7 

strengthen the role of CTE in each region and help to focus the use of limited 8 

federal funds to improve the system. 9 

Sec. 4.  FUNDING AND GOVERNANCE STRUCTURES OF 10 

             CAREER TECHNICAL EDUCATION IN VERMONT 11 

(a)  There is appropriated to the Agency of Education for fiscal year 2023 12 

the amount of $180,000.00 from the General Fund to contract for services to: 13 

(1)  complete a systematic examination of the existing funding structures 14 

of career technical education (CTE) in Vermont and how these structures 15 

impede or promote the State’s educational and workforce development goals; 16 

(2)  examine CTE governance structures in relationship to those funding 17 

structures; 18 

(3)  examine the implications of the existing funding and governance 19 

structures for kindergarten through grade 12 schools and adult education;  20 

(4)  consider the CTE funding and governance structures in other states; 21 
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and 1 

(5)  identify and prioritize potential new models of CTE funding and 2 

governance structures to reduce barriers to enrollment and to improve the 3 

quality, duration, impact, and access to CTE statewide. 4 

(b)  In performing its work, the contractor shall consult with the consultant 5 

and any other stakeholders involved in completing the report on the design, 6 

implementation, and costs of an integrated and coherent adult basic education, 7 

adult secondary education, and postsecondary career and technical education 8 

system pursuant to 2021 Acts and Resolves No. 74, Sec. H.3. 9 

(c)(1)  On or before March 1, 2023, the Agency of Education shall issue a 10 

written report to the House and Senate Committees on Education, the House 11 

Committee on Commerce and Economic Development, and the Senate 12 

Committee on Economic Development, Housing and General Affairs on the 13 

status of its work under subsection (a) of this section.   14 

(2)  On or before July 1, 2023, the Agency of Education shall develop an 15 

implementation plan, including recommended steps to design and implement 16 

new funding and governance models, and issue a written report to the House 17 

and Senate Committees on Education, the House Committee on Commerce and 18 

Economic Development, and the Senate Committee on Economic 19 

Development, Housing and General Affairs describing the results of its work 20 
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under subsection (a) of this section and making recommendations for 1 

legislative action. 2 

Sec. 5.  INVESTMENT IN THE UP-SKILLING OF PRIVATE SECTOR     3 

             EMPLOYERS TO SUPPORT THE EVOLUTION OF BUSINESS  4 

             AND ORGANIZATIONAL MODELS; APPROPRIATIONS 5 

In fiscal year 2023, the amount of $500,000.00 is appropriated from the 6 

General Fund to the Agency of Commerce and Community Development to 7 

regrant a performance-based contract to the Vermont Professionals of Color 8 

Network for statewide delivery of business coaching and other forms of 9 

training to BIPOC business owners, networking and special convenings, and 10 

career fairs, workshops and paid internships, career guidance, and other 11 

support for BIPOC workers across the State. 12 

Sec. 6.  REGIONAL WORKFORCE EXPANSION SYSTEM  13 

(a)  Regional Workforce Expansion System. The amount of $3,000,000.00 14 

is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of Labor to launch 15 

and lead a coordinated regional system to support the State’s workforce 16 

expansion efforts that is designed to: 17 

(1)  support employers in tailoring their work requirements, conditions, 18 

and expectations to better access local workers; 19 
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(2)  collaborate with local education and training providers and regional 1 

workforce partners, to create and regularly distribute data related to local labor 2 

force supply and demand; and 3 

(3)  create and share work-based learning and training opportunities with 4 

secondary and post-secondary students, local workforce expansion partners, 5 

and others interested in starting or advancing in their career.  6 

(b)  System infrastructure.  7 

(1)  The Vermont Department of Labor shall make investments that 8 

improve and expand regional capacity to connect supply (workers) and 9 

demand (employment) in real-time. 10 

(2)  The Department shall place in the Barre, Bennington, Brattleboro, 11 

Rutland, St. Albans and St. Johnsbury areas, six state-funded Workforce 12 

Expansion Specialists who are limited-service, full-time-employees and who 13 

shall report to the Workforce Development Division.  14 

(c)  Coordination.  15 

(1)  The Department shall co-convene regular, regional meetings of 16 

education, training, business, and service provider partners; coordinate local 17 

workforce information collection and distribution, assist with pilot projects, 18 

provide targeted sector support, and develop localized career resources such as 19 

information for career counseling, local job fairs, career expos, available to a 20 

wide range of stakeholders.  21 
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(2)  The Department shall develop labor market information reports by 1 

CTE district to support discussion and decision making that will address local 2 

labor market challenges and opportunities and support a regional approach to 3 

solving local or unique labor supply challenges. 4 

(d)  Report.  On or before December 15, 2024, the Department shall provide 5 

a narrative update on the progress made in hiring staff, establishing 6 

interagency agreements, developing regional information exchange systems, 7 

and serving jobseekers and employers to the House and Senate Committees of 8 

Jurisdiction.  The report shall also recommend ongoing metrics that can be 9 

easily recorded and reported at the local and State levels on a regular basis to 10 

meet multiple information needs.  11 

(e)  Implementation.  The Department of Labor shall begin implementing 12 

the Regional Workforce Expansion System on or before August 1, 2022.  13 

Sec. 7.  JUSTICE-INVOLVED INDIVIDUALS; WORKFORCE  14 

             DEVELOPMENT; PILOT PROGRAM 15 

(a)  Findings. 16 

(1)  Justice-involved individuals are persons who hold a conviction 17 

record and may or may not have served time in a corrections facility.  18 

(2)  95 percent of incarcerated individuals will be released to their 19 

communities and between 78–83 percent of those released are between 25 and 20 

54 years of age, which is prime working age. 21 
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(3)  63 percent of incarcerated individuals in the Vermont Southern State 1 

Correctional Facility reported job training as the most helpful program to meet 2 

their needs.  3 

(b)  Policy; appropriations. 4 

(1)(A)  In fiscal year 2023, the amount of $417,000.00 is appropriated 5 

from the General Fund to the Department of Corrections to address vocational 6 

enhancement needs.  7 

(B)  The Department shall use funds to transition vocational training 8 

space within existing correctional facilities to support continued education and 9 

vocational training and placement in the community.  10 

(C)  The Department may allocate funds over three years, consistent 11 

with the following: 12 

(i)  $267,000 for transition development, to include equipment, 13 

renovation of vocational space, and/or mobile lab in one or more sites. 14 

(ii)  $100,000 for training partner support. 15 

(iii)  $50,000 for development of curriculum. 16 

(2)  In fiscal year 2023, the amount of $300,000.00 is appropriated from 17 

the General Fund to Vermont Works for Women, which may be allocated over 18 

not more than three years, to establish a community-based pilot reentry 19 

program at the Chittenden Correctional Facility that will provide continuity of 20 

services for justice-involved women and: 21 
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(A)  expand VWW’s current employment readiness program within 1 

the Chittenden facility by building pathways for coordinated transition to 2 

employment; 3 

(B)  focus on the first six months after individuals are released from 4 

the facility;  5 

(C)  coordinate with local community resources, parole and probation 6 

offices, and supports to ensure successful transition into the community; 7 

(D)  assist individuals in successfully transitioning into new jobs; and 8 

(E)  work with employers to support successful hiring and best 9 

practices to support justice involved employees. 10 

(c)  Report.  On or before January 15, 2023, the Department of Corrections 11 

shall create and submit a report on Workforce and Education Training 12 

Programs in Correctional Facilities to the Joint Legislative Justice Oversight 13 

Committee; the House Committees on Corrections and Institutions and on 14 

Commerce and Economic Development; and the Senate Committees on 15 

Economic Development, Housing and General Affairs and on Judiciary.  The 16 

report shall: 17 

(1)  identify program design, logistical needs, and policy changes to 18 

current Department of Corrections facility-based training and educational 19 

programs necessary to successfully support justice involved individuals’ 20 

reentry into their communities, including changes to programs that better 21 
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support individuals’ skill development, knowledge, and support needed to 1 

qualify and secure a position in a critical occupation in Vermont; 2 

(2)  identify disparities of outcomes for justice-involved BIPOC 3 

individuals in facility-based training and educational programming and 4 

successful reentry into the community and solutions for addressing the 5 

disparities; 6 

(3)  provide an update on the Department of Corrections Vocational 7 

Enhancement work funding in FY23; and 8 

(4)  provide an update on what aspects of the Reentry Pilot Program 9 

could and should be replicated in other correctional facilities in Vermont. 10 

Sec. 8.  REPEALS 11 

10 V.S.A. §§ 544 and 545 are repealed. 12 

Sec. 9.  WORK BASED LEARNING AND TRAINING PROGRAM  13 

(a)  Vermont Work Based Learning and Training Program.  The 14 

Department of Labor shall develop the statewide Work Based Learning and 15 

Training Program that serves transitioning secondary and postsecondary 16 

students and Vermonters seeking work-based experience as part of a career 17 

change and is designed to: 18 

(1)  support Vermonters who are graduating from postsecondary 19 

education or a secondary CTE program or who are pursuing a career change 20 

with a paid on-the-job work experience lasting 12 weeks or less; 21 
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(2)  establish a statewide platform available to all employers to list their 1 

internships, returnships, pre-apprenticeships, and registered apprenticeship 2 

opportunities and for jobseekers to view and access information about specific 3 

opportunities; and  4 

(3)  support employers by providing them with assistance in developing 5 

and implementing meaningful work-based learning and training opportunities. 6 

(b)  Definitions. As used in this section: 7 

(1)  “Internship” means a work-based learning experience with an 8 

employer where the participant may, but does not necessarily, receive 9 

academic credit. 10 

(2)  “Pre-apprenticeship” is a program of combined learning and work-11 

based experiences that lead to an informal apprenticeship or formal registered 12 

apprenticeship program.  13 

(3)  “Registered Apprenticeship” is a program approved by the Vermont 14 

Department of Labor as a federally recognized apprenticeship program.  15 

(4)  “Returnship” means an on-the-job learning experience for an 16 

individual who is returning to the workforce after an extended absence or is 17 

seeking a limited-duration on-the-job work experience in a different 18 

occupation or occupational setting as part of a career change. 19 

(c)  The Department may use available funding to:  20 

(1)  build and administer the Program; 21 
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(2)  develop an online platform that will connect students and jobseekers 1 

with work-based learning and training opportunities within Vermont; 2 

(3)  support work-based learning and training opportunities with public 3 

and private employers available to prospective workers located in or relocating 4 

to Vermont;  5 

(4)  promote work-based learning and training as a valuable component 6 

of a talent pipeline; and 7 

(5)  assist employers in developing meaningful work-based learning and 8 

training opportunities. 9 

(d)  The Department shall collect data and establish goals and performance 10 

measures that demonstrate Program results for activities funded through the 11 

Program.  12 

(e)  The Department shall engage appropriate State agencies and 13 

departments to expand Program opportunities with State government and with 14 

entities awarded State contracts.  15 

(f)  The Department shall perform the duties described in this section with 16 

the funds appropriated for that purpose. 17 

(g)  The Department shall reserve not more than $3,000,000 of the funds 18 

appropriated to it for the duties in this section to implement an Education Cost 19 

Offset Initiative to expand the number of post-secondary students participating 20 

in an internship with a Vermont employer: 21 
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(1)  Students enrolled in an approved post-secondary institution are 1 

eligible for not more than $3,000.00 for tuition and fees directly related to 2 

participating in an internship with a Vermont employer for which they are also 3 

receiving post-secondary credit toward a degree.  4 

(2)  The Department shall enter into an agreement with the Vermont 5 

Student Assistance Corporation to develop and administer the Initiative, which 6 

shall include an amount not to exceed 7 percent for costs associated with the 7 

administration of the program. 8 

(h)  Reporting.  On or before February 15, 2023, the Department shall 9 

report on recommended metrics for measuring Program performance to the 10 

relevant committees of jurisdiction. 11 

Sec. 10.  THE VERMONT TRADES SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 12 

(a)  The Vermont Trades Scholarship Program is created and shall be 13 

administered by the Vermont Student Assistance Corporation.  The Vermont 14 

Student Assistance Corporation shall disburse initial licensing fees, exam fees, 15 

and tuition payments under the Program on behalf of eligible individuals, 16 

subject to the appropriation of funds by the General Assembly for this purpose.  17 

(b)  To be eligible for a scholarship under the Program, an individual, 18 

whether a resident or nonresident, shall:  19 

(1)  be enrolled in an industry recognized training and certification 20 

program that leads to initial employment or career advancement in a building, 21 
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mechanical, industrial, or medical trade, or in clean energy, energy efficiency, 1 

weatherization, or clean transportation; 2 

(2)  demonstrate financial need; 3 

(3)  register with the Vermont Department of Labor for the purpose of 4 

receiving relevant job referrals, if unemployed; and  5 

(4)  agree to work in their profession in Vermont for a minimum of one 6 

year following licensure or certification completion for each year of 7 

scholarship awarded.  8 

(c)(1)  The Corporation shall give preference to students attending a 9 

Vermont-based training program or, if one isn’t available for their certification, 10 

an offer of employment or promotion from a Vermont employer upon 11 

completion.  12 

(2)  The Corporation shall give priority to applicants who have not 13 

received other assistance. 14 

(d)  There shall be no deadline to apply for a scholarship under this section. 15 

Scholarships shall be awarded on a rolling basis if funds are available, and any 16 

funds remaining at the end of a fiscal year shall roll over and shall be available 17 

to the Vermont Student Assistance Corporation in the following fiscal year to 18 

award additional scholarships as set forth in this section.  19 
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(e)  The sum of $3,000,000.00 in base General Funds is appropriated to the 1 

Vermont Student Assistance Corporation for scholarships for trades students 2 

under the Vermont Trades Scholarship Program. 3 

Sec. 11.  THE VERMONT TRADES LOAN REIMBURSEMENT  4 

               PROGRAM  5 

(a)  The Vermont Trades Loan Repayment Reimbursement Program is 6 

created and shall be administered by the Vermont Student Assistance 7 

Corporation.  The Vermont Student Assistance Corporation shall disburse 8 

funds under the Program to eligible individuals, subject to the appropriation of 9 

funds by the General Assembly for this purpose.  10 

(b)  To be eligible for loan repayment under the Program, an individual, 11 

shall:  12 

(1)  be a Vermont resident; and 13 

(2)  be employed in an occupation in the building, mechanical, industrial, 14 

or medical trades, or in the clean energy, energy efficiency, weatherization, or 15 

clean transportation sectors, for an average of at least 30 hours per week for 16 

least one full calendar year before applying.  17 

(c)  For every year of work in a qualifying occupation, an individual shall 18 

be eligible for up to $5,000.00 in loan repayment reimbursement.  19 

Reimbursements shall not exceed the total amount of educational debt owed.  20 
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(d)  There shall be no deadline to apply for loan repayment reimbursement 1 

under this section.  Loan repayment shall be awarded on a rolling basis if funds 2 

are available, and any funds remaining at the end of a fiscal year shall roll over 3 

and shall be available to the Vermont Student Assistance Corporation in the 4 

following fiscal year to award additional loan repayment as set forth in this 5 

section.  6 

(e)  The sum of $500,000.00 is appropriated from the General Fund to the 7 

Vermont Student Assistance Corporation for loan repayment for trades 8 

professionals under the Program. 9 

Sec. 12.  CTE CONSTRUCTION AND REHABILITATION  10 

               EXPERIENTIAL LEARNING PROGRAM; REVOLVING LOAN  11 

               FUND 12 

(a)  Purpose.  This section authorizes and provides funding for the CTE 13 

Construction and Rehabilitation Experiential Learning Program and Revolving 14 

Loan Fund, the purposes of which are to: 15 

(1)  expand the experiential and educational opportunities for high school 16 

and adult CTE students to work directly on construction projects; 17 

(2)  build community partnerships among CTE centers, housing 18 

organizations, government, and private businesses;  19 

(3)  beautify communities and rehabilitate buildings that are 20 

underperforming assets; 21 
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(4)  expand housing access to Vermonters in communities throughout the 1 

State; and 2 

(5)  improve property values while teaching high school and adult 3 

students trade skills. 4 

(b)  Appropriation; creation of fund; administration.   5 

(1)  In fiscal year 2023, the amount of $15,000,000.00 is appropriated 6 

from the Education Fund to the Vermont Housing and Conservation Board to 7 

create and administer the CTE Construction and Rehabilitation Experiential 8 

Learning Program and Revolving Loan Fund pursuant to this section. 9 

(2)  The Board may use not more than five percent of the Fund for its 10 

costs of administration. 11 

(c)  Proposals; applications; funding.   12 

(1)  A regional CTE center, working in collaboration with one or more 13 

housing and community partners, private businesses, nonprofit organizations, 14 

or municipalities, shall identify construction projects that would be relevant 15 

and appropriate for CTE students enrolled in construction, electrical, 16 

plumbing, design, business management, or other CTE programs, including: 17 

(A)  rehabilitation of residential properties that are blighted or not 18 

code-compliant;  19 

(B)  new residential construction projects or improvements to land in 20 

cases of critical community need; and 21 
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(C)  commercial construction projects that have substantial 1 

community benefit. 2 

(2)  Prior to or during the application process, a CTE center and its 3 

partners may consult with the Board to identify and consider potential funding 4 

partners to leverage amounts available through the Fund. 5 

(3)  A CTE center and its partners shall apply to the Board for funding 6 

by submitting a project application that includes the information required by 7 

the Board and addresses the following: 8 

(A)  the educational benefits for students and fit with the CTE 9 

curriculum; 10 

(B)  the community benefits for the neighborhood, municipality, or 11 

region in which the project is located; and 12 

(C)  the partners with whom the CTE center is collaborating and the 13 

respective responsibility for the aspects of a project, including: 14 

(i)  educational instruction and academic credit; 15 

(ii)  project management;  16 

(iii)  insurance coverage for students and the property; 17 

(iv)  compensation and benefits, including compliance with labor 18 

laws, standards, and practices; and 19 

(v)  property acquisition, ownership, and transfer.    20 
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(4)  A CTE center may use funding for, and shall specify in its 1 

application the allocation of costs associated with: 2 

(A)  acquisition, design, permitting, construction, marketing, and 3 

other building-related expenses; and 4 

(B)  costs for labor, including for student wages and for instructor 5 

compensation during the academic year as well as for summer or other work 6 

that is not otherwise budgeted during the academic year.  7 

(d)  Eligibility; review; approval.  The Board may approve an application 8 

that includes the information required by subsection (c) of this section and 9 

provide funding for a project that meets the following eligibility criteria: 10 

(1)  The project involves the rehabilitation of blighted or otherwise 11 

noncode compliant property, or new residential construction projects or 12 

improvements to land in cases of critical need, and results in a building with 13 

not more than four residential dwelling units. 14 

(2)  The project includes a weatherization component. 15 

(3)  Students working on the project receive academic credit, a 16 

competitive wage, or both. 17 

(e)  Affordability; flexibility.  If appropriate in the circumstances, the Board 18 

may condition funding for a project on the inclusion of one or mechanisms 19 

addressing the affordability of the property upon rent or sale.  20 

(f)  Funding; proceeds; revolving loans.   21 
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(1)  The Board shall provide funding for projects from the amounts 1 

available in the Fund in the form of zero-interest loans, in an amount, for a 2 

period, and upon terms specified by the Board. 3

(a)(1)  In fiscal year 2023, $1,290,000.00 is appropriated to the Department 3 

for Disabilities, Aging, and Independent Living’s Division of Vocation 4 

Rehabilitation and the Vermont Association of Business Industry and 5 

Rehabilitation from the State and Local Fiscal Recovery Fund for the purpose 6 

of developing and implementing a two-year pilot program that embeds 15 FTE 7 

new positions within 12 recovery centers across the State. 8

(b)  Outreach.  Advance Vermont may use funds awarded by the State to:  10

In fiscal year 2023 the amount of $3,200,000.00 is appropriated from the 10 

General Fund to the Department of Forests, Parks and Recreation to be granted 11 

to the Vermont Youth Conservation Corps to continue the Vermont Serve, 12 

Learn, and Earn Program with other community partners, providing the Corps 13 

and its partners with the capital and operating funds necessary to support 14 

workforce development goals through creating meaningful paid service and 15 

learning opportunities for young adults. 16 

Sec. 39.  EFFECTIVE DATE 17 

This act shall take effect on July 1, 2022, except that: 18 

(1)  Sec. 9 shall take effect on passage. 19 

(2)  Sec. 25 (18 V.S.A. § 9456) shall take effect on January 1, 2023 and 20 

shall apply to hospital fiscal years 2024 and after. 21
