The New England Board of Higher Education’s (NEBHE) Regional Student Program (RSP) Tuition Break enables
Vermont residents to save millions of dollars in tuition each year while having access to more than 1,000 tuition-
discounted degree programs at public colleges and universities in the five other New England states —including
specialized fields of study not offered by Vermont public colleges and universities.

In FY 2019, of total of 468 Vermont residents enrolled under the RSP Tuition Break and saved an estimated $2.4
million on their annual out-of-state tuition bills. A full-time student saved an average of $6.729.
