PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT

Another year has past and again it was very busy and productive. In mid summer of 2002
Quaker Road under went construction by replacing culverts, adding new ones, laying marifi the
entire length of road and building a base to Town standards in prep for blacktop. This was
completed by early fall. In October of 2002, we began replacing two culverts, one on Reynolds
Road and the other on East Shore South with cement box culverts. I applied for a grant through
the Agency of Transportation Town. Highway Specnal Funds and obtained $41,779.08 to help
defray this expense. The total replacement cost was $52 223.85. This work was completed in
mid November of 2002.

With winter approaching and our sand pile put-up and mixed, we were finally ready. Although
we did not have any major snowstorms, we did have several small nuisance storms that required
plowing and sanding of roads. All in all, it was a bitterly cold winter.

By February-March there was several feet of ice on the Lake. At this point we decided to fix an
ongoing erosion problem on East Shore North. The guardrails were tipping over the bank
because of years of undermining the roadbed. We were able to get heavy equipment out on the
ice and keyed in dimensional stone along the bottom of the bank and backfill with shot rock.
This stabilizes the road bank and prevents the collapse of the road. These materials were
donated to the Town from the Consolidated Water Line project.

With spring upon us, we were keeping an eye on the Lake for ice cakes and high water problems.
However, Mother Nature was good to us this year and we had just five frozen culverts.

In June of 2003, after our dirt road was resurfaced and graded for chloride, we were able to re-
shape Quaker Road and blacktop with a double tack coat and chip seal. This brings our total
remaining dirt roads down to 4.27 miles.

The Town Transfer Station continues to run on user fees not tax dollars. We were all very
shocked and sadden with the passing of Jack Perry, our Solid Waste Attendant. Jack did a great
job and his presence will be missed.

Raymond Blow of Grand Isle was hired to fill this vacancy. He is doing a very good job along
with Don Hughes in the Recycling Center. The operating hours are 4pm — 7pm Thursdays and
8am — 2pm Saturdays. This is year round. '

On a final note, everyone who goes to the Town Offices must have noticed the flowers by the
porches and center of the building. This flowerbed has been created and provided by Jan
DeSarno and other members of the town. They have donated many hours and flowers to
maintain this garden arrangement. It was absolutely beautiful. Thanks everyone.

| The GRAND ISLE RECREATION Committee will be meeting the fourth Monday of
each month at the Grand Isle Town office at 7 p.m.

This past year we have been working with North Hero Parks and Recreation and
South Hero Recreation to do programs and events for our communities. We share
expenses for materials, staff and advertising. North Hero Parks and Recreation has
been allowing programs and events to be held at Camp Ingals. We have held soccer
programs at South Hero School and at Grand Isle School. We offered a successful
summer swim program at Knights Point State Park this past summer and will plan
to do this again for 2004. We will continue to support the YOGI Little League with
program needs they may have as they continue to upkeep the playing fields at our
Recreation Park on Donaldson Road.

Our budget for this past year for summer programs, community events, and
park improvements was around $18,000. These monies came from our recreation
budget allocations, grants, and registration fees of programs,

The Grand Isle Recreation Committee has been approved to have the use of the
upstairs space at the Annex building for programs and to have an office space for
program planning.

GRAND ISLE FREE LIBRARY
July 2002-June 2003

The Grand Isle Free Library continues to see an increase in new patrons. It is our purpose to meet
the needs of the community. We offer books, books on tape, videos, puzzles, DVDs, magazines,
reference materials, the Vermont Online Library, and a computer for public access to the Internet.
Hours are Tuesday 1-8 p.m., Wednesday 9-12 a.m., Thurs-day 4-8 p.m., and Saturday 9 a.m.-3
p.m. The Library telephone number is 372-4797.

The year got off to a shaky start due to budget constraints. The Trustees kept the library open on
Tuesdays during July and part of August when the library. closed for construction. The Freeman
Foundation/Vermont Public Library Foundation Grant of $13,724.00 allowed. us to bring the
library up to ADA accessibility codes. As a result of the August construction we have a new
restroom, new bookshelves and a new entrance. While the books were off-site we also pamted the
library and installed carpeting.

Shortly after re-opening in September we received notice of an endowment of $200,000 left to the
Grand Isle Library by the estate of Mr. & Mrs. Dermody. The Trustees are looking for options on
building a new and larger library. Anyone with ideas and/or land they wish to donate for the new
building is encouraged to call the librarian or get in touch with one of the trustees.

The library sponsored two children’s programs thls year. Carol Ann Margololls came to do a
wonderful program on the Monarch butterfly in July. August saw-the dinosaurs return with
ICEFIRE’s presentation of “Dinoman in Space”. The children really enjoyed these presentations.
We also sponsored a program for adult bird lovers. Naturalist Bryan Pfeiffer did a slide show
presentation on Vermont birds and butterflies in April.

We have expanded pre-school story time to every Wednesday. It runs throughout the year. We
encourage at home parents and child-care providers to bring in their children. Two to four stories
are read and a small activity is done. We keep it snmple so that even the youngest child.can
participate. : ‘

In' the coming year we hope to expand programs for adults, the simmer reading program, and
begin a book club. We applied for a Children’s Literacy Foundation (CLiF) grant for children’s
books and a visit from either a:children’s author or illustrator.. There.may be avallable tous
'another grant from the Freeman Foundation/VPLF to look into.

GRAND ISLE RESCUE SQUAD, Inc.

Town of Grand Isle:

Grand Isle Rescue, serving Grand Isle and North Hero, reports to Grand Isle that
during the period July 1, 2001 to June 30, 2002, we have again had a very busy year. Our
number of calls continues to grow. In an effort to reverse this trend, we pamcnpate in
health and safety educational programs throughout the county.

Over the last year, we have secured local and federal equ:pment grants. A grant
has allowed us to upgrade the oxygen equipment in our personal vehicles. In addition to
the defibrillators in the ambulances, through a grant two of us now carry defibrillators in
our.vehicles. Through a grant, we have installed a generator at our station so that
operations will not be interrupted during power outages.

For three years, Grand Isle Rescue has used two ambulances It is not uncommon
for both to be out on calls at the same time. One ambulance can also cover spécial events
such as fireworks or other large gatherings.in the towns, or can be off-line briefly for
maintenance, while the other ambulance remains available for calls as needed. In 2004
our fifteen year old ambulance needs to be replaced. While each of our ambulances is
fully equipped to meet the standards of the Emergency Medical Services State and

. District Protocols, and each is the functional equivalent of the other, maintenance costs
on our older ambulance are growing and can be expected to continue to grow. We have
exactly the same technology and supplies in each ambulance, but working space and
storage areas are more limited in the older one, and its mechanical performance is also
less robust. If our goal were simply economy of operation, we could continue to keep
this second ambulance in operation until it fails us and you. We do not believe this is our
mission.

All our Emergency Medical Technicians are state-trained and certified. We are
required to train regularly, and to be retested by the state every two years. At Grand Isle
Rescue we conduct training sessions every week. The use of the automated external
defibrillator (AED) is retrained quarterly for all. We are a fully volunteer squad. None
of our membership receives compensation for participation in Grand Isle Rescue. We
work in close cooperation with the North Hero and Grand Isle Volunteer Fire
Departments. ,

Grand Isle Heavy Rescue, the unit which has the tools and know-how for various
mechanical operations such as at vehicle crashes, ice rescue, steep terrain problems, etc.,
also continues to see increased use. Federal funds have allowed us to purchase a second
set'of hydraulic'tools. We now have extrication equipment located and ready for use in
both Grand Isle and North-Hero..Grand Isle Heavy Rescue is composed of members
from each of the emergency service organizations in Grand Isle, North Hero, and South
Hero.

This year, we are able to keep our operating costs at the same level as last year,
and our request from the town is for level funding for operations at $11,825. We are also
asking for funds to replace our older ambulance in 2004,

We at Grand Isle Rescue are proud of our Auxiliary and our teamwork with the
Fire Departments and the Sheriff’s Department. We are honored to serve our
communities, and grateful for their support.

Professional and support staff in the five school districts have been engaged in
professional development activities related to standards-based instruction in the
subject areas of Mathematics and Science. Your respective school boards have
purchased a significant inventory of textbooks, manipulatives and equipment to
support the implementation of the new programs. Our GISU Mathematics and’
Science Coordinator is Karen Reinhardyt. :

The Literacy initiative focused on best practice in Reading and Language Arts
assessment and instruction, is now in its fourth year. Many teachers and support
staff continue involvement in course studies offered by GISU professional staff
within our schools. Title I Programs are also experiencing change with respect to
compliance with the "No Child Left Behind Act". We have expanded those programs
to offer more instructional service to students during the summer months as well

as before and after regular school hours of operation. Our Literacy and Title I
Coordinator is Clare Sheedy. ' -

Technology in the classroom is also addressed with our list of professional studies.
The GISU district technology committee, with instructors Angel Harris, Sharon
Hayes and Stephanie Taylor, are instrumental in facilitating training sessions for
teachers and paraeducators addressing the goals of "technology proficiency."

A"Supportive Classroom" series of workshops provides all staff with more of the
"tools" needed to address challenging behaviors exhibited by children in the school
environment. This series will continue into the next and following school years as
a mandatory experience for our staff in order to adopt common and consistent
strategies when interacting with our students. Principal Michael Freed-Thall is

the coordinator of program scheduling. Services are provided by Tim Fox,
University of Vermont.

Effective Fall of 2008, four of the School Districts are now providing full-day
Kindergarten programs. Universal Access Preschool programs are offered at two
sites; Alburg and South Hero. Finally, GISU will enter into a third year of summer
school programs offered in all five schools.

Please take a moment during this town meeting season to thank your school
directors for their commitment to educational growth in your community. Clearly,
your children are first and foremost in all discussions of school operation.

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EDUCATION FUNDING

Act 60 becomes Act 68

The educational funding system established under the Equal Education Opportunity Act (Act 60) has
been replaced with Act 68 effective with this Proposed FY05 Budget. There are many changes to the
funding mechanism of public education as a result of this legislation with more changes pending in
the legislature (H540) as this report goes to print.

Major highlights of the changes are:

Repeals the “sharing pool”.

Splits the education grand list into two parts; homesteads and all other property.

Taxes homesteads at an adjustable rate; adjusted in each town based on education spending.
Taxes nonresidential property at a uniform statewide rate.

Maintains income sensitivity with a very few changes.

Replaces $ 50 million in education property tax with $ 50 million in non—property tax.

Base Education Payment:

This replaces the previous State Support Grant and has been increased to $ 6,800 per equalized pup11
in FYOS.

Common Level of Appraisal (CLA):
This is the ratio applied by the state to equalize local grand lists to reflect actual market conditions for
property value. It is established annually by the Vermont Dept. of Taxes. A value of less than 100%

indicates that property is being sold for more than the local appraisal.

A reduction in the CLA results in and increase in the actual tax rate above the equalized tax rate. This
continues to be a very significant issue in most of Grand Isle County.

Homestead Tax:

Homesteads are taxed at a rate that is adjusted in proportion to a district’s education spending each
year. The equalized rate starts at $ 1.10. If the district’s spending exceeds the base education amount
of § 6800 (FYO0S5) per pupil, the $ 1.10 equalized rate is increased in the same proportion for that
district. The actual rate is determined by dividing the equalized rate by the common level of appraisal.

NonResidential Tax:

Nonresidential property is taxed at a fixed statewide equalized rate of $ 1.59. The actual rate is
determined by dividing the equalized rate by the common level of appraisal.

Income Sensitivity:

Income sensitivity is generally the same under Act 68 as under Act 60. For homeowners who qualify
for income sensitivity, the homeowner education tax is limited to a percentage of household income.
If the actual education tax is higher that this amount, the homeowner receives the difference back
from the state.

Pending Legislation:

The legislature is expected to pass H540, which makes amendments to Act 68 prior to its
implementation in the first year. -

Major highlights of H540 include:

Reduces $ 1.10 equalized homestead tax rate to $ 1.05. -

Reduces § 1.59 equalized nonresidential tax rate to $ 1.54.

Actual education tax rates will be set by the state using the December 2003 Common Level of
Appraisal on both homestead and nonresidential equalized tax rates.

It is anticipated that H540 will be passed by the legislature and signed into law by the Governor in the
next few weeks. Estimates of the impact of this legislation are indicated in the table below.

Other Financial Implications:

Act 68 has provisions to include ALL expenditures associated with a school district in the budget
process. Historically, many grants were administered and accounted for at the Supervisory Union
level. This year the budgets include both expenditures and revenues at the local school district level
for Title 1 Reading and Vocational Tech Centers. This does not increase the taxpayer burden, but it
does increase the total budget in a district. Please note these items in the “Budget By Category”
section of this report with Offsetting Revenues. The remaining expenditures and revenues are
included as “Special Program Expenditures” and “Special Program Revenues” on the “Three Year
Prior Comparison” report which is also dictated by Act 68 and included in this report.

This is a dramatic change that will increase the total budgets submitted for approval by the voters.
However, it will provide a clear picture of all the expenditures associated with a school district in the
future and does not result in an impact of the tax rates to be assessed.

The GISU office, in cooperation with the school boards, has developed the following ESTIMATES of
tax impact for each town, based on the best available data at this time. Questions on the rationale for
the changes in education funding in the State of Vermont should be directed to local representatives
and senators in the state legislature.
