In 1986, the Green Mountain Club launched the Long Trail
Protection Campaign with the goal of acquiring land and
easements by working with willing sellers to protect a
continuous route for the Long Trail.

Over the last 32 years, 88.3 miles of Long Trail have been
permanently protected through the conservation of 25,099

Trail will take time as landowner circumstances change and they become interested in selling their land. The ongoing
support of the Vermont Legislature directly, and through funding for the Vermont Housing and Conservation Board, is
critical to the goal of permanently protecting public access to the entire Long Trail.
