In my last testimony I told you that our existing government structure
was not designed to disentangle this apparatus from its DNA. It was
designed to protect itself, selfheal and adjust. To change this requires a
new thinking and a willingness to transform the fail-safes that enable
the existing system to protect itself to one that autocorrects to justice
for everyone, no matter what you look like; Justice in Housing and
education, employment and health services access, in economic
development and the justice system.”

“Systemic Racism includes a complex array of antiblack practices, the unjustly gained political-
economic power of whites, the continuing economic and other resource inequalities along racial
lines, and the white racist ideologies and attitudes created to maintain and rationale white privilege
and power. Systemic here means that the core racist realities are manifested in each of societies’
major parts [...] each major part, of U.S. society - the economy, politics, education, religion, the family
- reflects the fundamental reality of systemic racism”
